All competition pieces must have been painted within the last two years. Each should represent the artist’s 
best original work. Please do not enter any class pieces, seminar pieces, study copies, or previously entered 
work in the MPAG competition. Originality and integrity are essential. 
 

Juried Competition 
¨ Check-in between 8:30 am and 9:00 am. Anything entered after 9:00 am may not be judged. 

¨ Completed competition registration form per instructions must accompany each entry. 

¨ If not able to attend, please arrange to have your pieces and entry forms delivered and collected at the 
conclusion of the event. 

¨ Ribbons will be awarded in each Class by point value. 

¨ ADDITIONAL AWARDS may or may not be given according to merit:  
    Rose Wynn – awarded for an outstanding depiction of a painted rose. 
    June Link – awarded for an outstanding portrait. 
    Leta Clemons – awarded for an outstanding painted ornament. 
    Donna Casey – awarded for an outstanding depiction of naturalistic flowers. 
    Lady Slipper Award – for best painting in the Artisan Class.  
    Best of Master Class – best painting in the Master Class. 

The room for competition will be closed to attendees until judging is completed. After ribbons are awarded, 
the room will be open for viewing until the end of the Founders Day event. 

Emerging 
Artist/Novice 

Open to both MPAG members and sponsored non-members. This Class is for new and 
beginning painters who have not won a blue ribbon in prior competitions. Blue Ribbon 
winners move to the Artisan Class. 

Artisan 
Open to all MPAG members. A Lady Slipper Award may be awarded in this Class. Winner 
of a Lady Slipper automatically moves to the Master Class. An individual may only win one 
Lady Slipper Award. 

Master 
This Class is composed of Lady Slipper Award Winners.  Only one Best of the Master Class 
Award will be given in this class at each competition. A member may win this award more 
than once.  

 

People’s Choice: Artist’s Interpretation of Stripes (on any piece of porcelain) 

¨ Check-in is between 8:30 am and 9:00 am. in the lunch area of the event. No entry form required. 

¨ $3.00 entry fee per piece. 

¨ Anonymous voting by attendees determines the winner. 

¨ Prize comes from the entry fees. 

¨ Winner is announced at lunch.
